• Blessings overtake you – “Five of you shall chase a hundred, and a 

hundred of you shall put ten thousand to flight; your enemies shall fall 
by the sword before you” – Lev 26:8 BUT
• Curse will be with you SEVEN TIMES
• Israel sinned against GOD during these years (390 years) Ezekiel 4:5
• SEVEN TIMES retribution = 390 X 7 = 2730 years

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One Kingdom, One King –
Ezekiel 37:15-28

• 15 The word of the LORD came to me: 16 “Son of man, 
take a stick of wood and write on it, ‘Belonging to 
Judah and the Israelites associated with him.’ Then 
take another stick of wood, and write on it, 
‘Belonging to Joseph (that is, to Ephraim) and all 
the Israelites associated with him.’ 17 Join them 
together into one stick so that they will become 
one in your hand.18 “When your people ask you, 
‘Won’t you tell us what you mean by this?’ 19 say to 
them, ‘This is what the Sovereign LORD says: I am 
going to take the stick of Joseph—which is in 
Ephraim’s hand—and of the Israelite tribes 
associated with him, and join it to Judah’s stick. I 
will make them into a single stick of wood, and they 
will become one in my hand.’
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20 Hold before their eyes the sticks you have written on 21 and say 
to them, ‘This is what the Sovereign LORD says: I will take the 
Israelites out of the nations where they have gone. I will gather 
them from all around and bring them back into their own land. 22 I 
will make them one nation in the land, on the mountains of 
Israel. There will be one king over all of them and they will never 
again be two nations or be divided into two kingdoms. 23 They will 
no longer defile themselves with their idols and vile images or 
with any of their offenses, for I will save them from all their sinful 
backsliding, and I will cleanse them. They will be my people, and I 
will be their God. – Ezekiel 37:20-23
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24 “‘My servant David will be king over them, and they will all have one 
shepherd. They will follow my laws and be careful to keep my 
decrees. 25 They will live in the land I gave to my servant Jacob, the land 
where your ancestors lived. They and their children and their children’s 
children will live there forever, and David my servant will be their prince 
forever. 26 I will make a covenant of peace with them; it will be an 
everlasting covenant. I will establish them and increase their 
numbers, and I will put my sanctuary among them forever. 27 My 
dwelling place will be with them; I will be their God, and they will be 
my people.28 Then the nations will know that I the LORD make Israel 
holy, when my sanctuary is among them forever.’”

Pherah priest of On, bore to 
him. 51 Joseph called the name of the 
firstborn Manasseh: “For God has 
made me forget all my toil and all 
my father’s house.” 52 And the name 
of the second he called Ephraim: “For 
God has caused me to be fruitful in 
the land of my affliction.”

48 Now it came to pass after these things that Joseph was told, “Indeed 
your father is sick”; and he took with him his two sons, Manasseh and 
Ephraim.

Joseph - Blessings of the First Born

• 5 And now your two sons, Ephraim and Manasseh, who were born to 
you in the land of Egypt before I came to you in Egypt, are mine; as 
Reuben and Simeon, they shall be mine.

• Manasseh means “me forget all my toil and all my father’s house” 
• To forget their Jewish Roots, driven into the Gentile countries and to 

adopt their worship and practices

Jacob’s Prophetic Words 
To His Sons – Genesis 49

• And Jacob called his sons and said, 
“Gather together, that I may tell you what 
shall befall you in the last days:
• 2 “Gather together and hear, you sons of 

Jacob, And listen to Israel your father.
• 3 “Reuben, you are my firstborn,

My might and the beginning of my 
strength,
The excellency of dignity and the 
excellency of power.
4 Unstable as water, you shall not excel,
Because you went up to your father’s bed;
Then you defiled it—

Why Reuben lost the First-Born Birth Right
1 Chronicles 5:1-3
• 5 Now the sons of Reuben the firstborn of Israel—he was indeed the 

firstborn, but because he defiled his father’s bed, his birthright was 
given to the sons of Joseph, the son of Israel, so that the genealogy is 
not listed according to the birthright; 2 yet Judah prevailed over his 
brothers, and from him came a ruler, although the birthright was 
Joseph’s—3 the sons of Reuben the firstborn of Israel were Hanoch, 
Pallu, Hezron, and Carmi.
