Revelation 
21:1

• Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for 
the first heaven and the first earth had passed 
away. Also there was no more sea.
• 3772 ouranós - heaven (singular), and used as a 

plural (heavens) nearly as often.
• 6 And He said to me, “It is done! I am the Alpha 

and the Omega, the Beginning and the End. I will 
give of the fountain of the water of life freely to 
him who thirsts. 7 He who overcomes shall inherit 
all things, and I will be his God and he shall be My 
son. 8 But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, 
murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, 
and all liars shall have their part in the lake 
which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the 
second death.”



There is another heaven

• 9 Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls filled with 
the seven last plagues came to me and talked with me, saying, 
“Come, I will show you the bride, the Lamb’s wife.” 10 And he carried 
me away in the Spirit to a great and high mountain, and showed 
me the great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from 
God,
• This happened after the seven bowls were poured out
• No longer bride BUT the Lamb’s wife
• Notice is not new heaven and new earth



When Does This Take Place?

• 20 Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven, having the key to 
the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. 2 He laid hold of the 
dragon, that serpent of old, who is the Devil and Satan, and bound 
him for a thousand years; 3 and he cast him into the bottomless pit, 
and shut him up, and set a seal on him, so that he should deceive the 
nations no more till the thousand years were finished. But after these 
things he must be released for a little while. – Rev 2-:1-3



The Saints Reign with Christ 1,000 Years

• 4 And I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was 
committed to them. Then I saw the souls of those who had been 
beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for the word of God, who had 
not worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received his mark 
on their foreheads or on their hands. And they lived and reigned with 
Christ for a thousand years. 5 But the rest of the dead did not live 
again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first 
resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy is he who has part in the first 
resurrection. Over such the second death has no power, but they shall 
be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand 
years. 7 Now when the thousand years have expired, Satan will be 
released from his prison

Yeshua Spoke on Hell

• 22 But I say to you that whoever is angry with his brother without a 
cause shall be in danger of the judgment. And whoever says to his 
brother, ‘Raca!’ shall be in danger of the council. But whoever 
says, ‘You fool!’ shall be in danger of hell fire. – Matt 5:22
• If your right eye causes you to sin, pluck it out and cast it from you; 

for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, 
than for your whole body to be cast into hell.- Matt 5:29
• And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and cast it from 

you; for it is more profitable for you that one of your members perish, 
than for your whole body to be cast into hell. – Matt 5:30



Hell is Real – Conscious Eternal Punishment

• And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. But 
rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell. –
Matt 10:28
• And if your eye causes you to sin, pluck it out and cast it from you. It 

is better for you to enter into life with one eye, rather than having 
two eyes, to be cast into hell fire. – Matt 18:9
• “Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you travel land 

and sea to win one proselyte, and when he is won, you make him 
twice as much a son of hell as yourselves. – Matt 23:15
• Serpents, brood of vipers! How can you escape the condemnation 

of hell? – Matt 23:33



Matthew 25:41-43

• 41 “Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, 
you cursed, into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his 
angels: 42 for I was hungry and you gave Me no food; I was thirsty and 
you gave Me no drink; 43 I was a stranger and you did not take Me in, 
naked and you did not clothe Me, sick and in prison and you did not 
visit Me.’



The Rich Man and Lazarus – Luke 16:19-31
• 19 “There was a certain rich man who was clothed in purple and fine 

linen and fared sumptuously every day. 20 But there was a certain 
beggar named Lazarus, full of sores, who was laid at his 
gate, 21 desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich 
man’s table. Moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. 22 So it was 
that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s 
bosom. The rich man also died and was buried. 23 And being in 
torments in Hades, he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham afar off, 
and Lazarus in his bosom.
• 24 “Then he cried and said, ‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and 

send Lazarus that he may dip the tip of his finger in water and cool 
my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame.’



• 25 But Abraham said, ‘Son, remember that in your lifetime you 
received your good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things; but now 
he is comforted and you are tormented. 26 And besides all this, 
between us and you there is a great gulf fixed, so that those who 
want to pass from here to you cannot, nor can those from there pass 
to us.’ 27 “Then he said, ‘I beg you therefore, father, that you would 
send him to my father’s house, 28 for I have five brothers, that he may 
testify to them, lest they also come to this place of 
torment.’ 29 Abraham said to him, ‘They have Moses and the 
prophets; let them hear them.’ 30 And he said, ‘No, father Abraham; 
but if one goes to them from the dead, they will repent.’ 31 But he said 
to him, ‘If they do not hear Moses and the prophets, neither will they 
be persuaded though one rise from the dead.’ ”



Matt 25:44-46 • 44 “Then they also will 
answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, 
when did we see You hungry 
or thirsty or a stranger or 
naked or sick or in prison, 
and did not minister to 
You?’ 45 Then He will answer 
them, saying, ‘Assuredly, I say 
to you, inasmuch as you did 
not do it to one of the least 
of these, you did not do it to 
Me.’ 46 And these will go 
away into everlasting 
punishment, but the 
righteous into eternal life.”



The Parable of the Dragnet

• 47 “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a dragnet that was cast into 
the sea and gathered some of every kind, 48 which, when it was full, 
they drew to shore; and they sat down and gathered the good into 
vessels, but threw the bad away. 49 So it will be at the end of the age. 
The angels will come forth, separate the wicked from among the 
just, 50 and cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing 
and gnashing of teeth.”



• “And they shall go forth and look
Upon the corpses of the men
Who have transgressed against Me.
For their worm does not die,
And their fire is not quenched.
They shall be an abhorrence to all flesh.”



Mark 9:43-44
• 43 If your hand causes you to 

sin, cut it off. It is better for 
you to enter into 
life maimed, rather than 
having two hands, to go 
to hell, into the fire that 
shall never be quenched—
44 where ‘Their worm does 
not die And the fire is not 
quenched.’



Gehenna – Greek 
word for Hell
• Word from the Valley of 

Hinnom
• Gehenna (literally 

translated as "Valley of 
Hinnom") is thought to be a 
small valley in Jerusalem. In 
the Hebrew Bible, Gehenna 
was initially where some of 
the kings of Judah sacrificed 
their children by fire.
Thereafter, it was deemed
