And I saw a beast rising up out 
of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and on his horns ten 
crowns, and on his heads a blasphemous name. 2 Now the beast 
which I saw was like a leopard, his feet were like the feet of a bear, 
and his mouth like the mouth of a lion. The dragon gave him his 
power, his throne, and great authority. 3 And I saw one of his heads as 
if it had been mortally wounded, and his deadly wound was healed. 
And all the world marveled and followed the beast. 4 So they 
worshiped the dragon who gave authority to the beast; and they 
worshiped the beast, saying, “Who is like the beast?

• 5 And he was given a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies, 
and he was given authority to continue for forty-two months. 6 Then 
he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme His 
name, His tabernacle, and those who dwell in heaven. 7 It was granted 
to him to make war with the saints and to overcome them. 
And authority was given him over every tribe, tongue, and 
nation. 8 All who dwell on the earth will worship him, whose names 
have not been written in the Book of Life of the Lamb slain from the 
foundation of the world.

• 13 Then one of the elders answered, saying 

to me, “Who are these arrayed in white 
robes, and where did they come from?”
• 14 And I said to him, “Sir, you know.”
• So he said to me, “These are the ones who 

come out of the great tribulation, 
and washed their robes and made them 
white in the blood of the Lamb.

Wrath of GOD Is Not For His Children

• Pour out your wrath on the nations that do not acknowledge you, on 
the kingdoms that do not call on your name; - Psalm 79:6
• Therefore the Lord, the LORD Almighty, the Mighty One of Israel, 

declares: “Ah! I will vent my wrath on my foes and avenge myself on 
my enemies. – Isiah 1:24
• For God did not appoint us to suffer wrath but to receive salvation 

through our Lord Jesus Christ. – 1 Thess 5:9
• and to wait for his Son from heaven, whom he raised from the dead—

Jesus, who rescues us from the coming wrath. - 1 Thess 1:10
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Book of Revelation - 10 verses on the Wrath of 
God
• They called to the mountains and the rocks, “Fall on us and hide us 

from the face of him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of 
the Lamb! – Rev 6:16
• For the great day of their wrath has come, and who can withstand 

it?” – Rev 6:17
• The nations were angry, and your wrath has come. The time has 

come for judging the dead, and for rewarding your servants the 
prophets and your people who revere your name, both great and 
small— and for destroying those who destroy the earth.” – Rev 11:18
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Wrath of God
• they, too, will drink the wine of God’s fury, which has been poured full 

strength into the cup of his wrath. They will be tormented with burning 
sulfur in the presence of the holy angels and of the Lamb. – Rev 14:10
• So the angel thrust his sickle into the earth and gathered the vine of the 

earth, and threw it into the great winepress of the wrath of God. – Rev 
14:19
• Then I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvelous: seven angels 

having the seven last plagues, for in them the wrath of God is complete. –
Rev 15:1
• Then one of the four living creatures gave to the seven angels seven golden 

bowls full of the wrath of God who lives forever and ever. – Rev 15:7

• Then I heard a loud voice from the temple saying to the seven angels, 
“Go and pour out the bowls of the wrath of God on the earth.” – Rev 
16:1
• Now the great city was divided into three parts, and the cities of the 

nations fell. And great Babylon was remembered before God, to give 
her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of His wrath. – Rev 16:19
• Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that with it He should 

strike the nations. And He Himself will rule them with a rod of iron. 
He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of 
Almighty God.”- Rev 19:15

• 11 Then I saw another beast coming up out of the earth, and he had 
two horns like a lamb and spoke like a dragon. 12 And he exercises all 
the authority of the first beast in his presence, and causes the earth 
and those who dwell in it to worship the first beast, whose deadly 
wound was healed. 13 He performs great signs, so that he even makes 
fire come down from heaven on the earth in the sight of men. 14 And 
he deceives those who dwell on the earth by those signs which he 
was granted to do in the sight of the beast, telling those who dwell on 
the earth to make an image to the beast who was wounded by the 
sword and lived.
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The Beast from the Earth

• 15 He was granted power to give breath to the image of the beast, that 
the image of the beast should both speak and cause as many as 
would not worship the image of the beast to be killed. 16 He causes 
all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and slave, to receive a 
mark on their right hand or on their foreheads, 17 and that no one 
may buy or sell except one who has the mark or the name of the 
beast, or the number of his name.
• 18 Here is wisdom. Let him who has understanding calculate the 

number of the beast, for it is the number of a man: His 
number is 666.
