24 
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Matthew 24:4-5 - 4 Jesus 
answered: “Watch out that no 
one deceives you. 5 For many 
will come in my name, 
claiming, ‘I am the Messiah,’ 
and will deceive many.

First preparation – How to 
discern the Truth?



Example From the Wisest Man on Earth

• 5 At Gibeon the LORD appeared to Solomon during the night in a dream, and 
God said, “Ask for whatever you want me to give you.” 6 Solomon 
answered, “You have shown great kindness to your servant, my father 
David, because he was faithful to you and righteous and upright in heart. 
You have continued this great kindness to him and have given him a son to 
sit on his throne this very day. 7 “Now, LORD my God, you have made your 
servant king in place of my father David. But I am only a little child and do 
not know how to carry out my duties. 8 Your servant is here among the 
people you have chosen, a great people, too numerous to count or 
number. 9 So give your servant a discerning heart to govern your people 
and to distinguish between right and wrong. For who is able to govern this 
great people of yours?” – 1 King 3:5-9

What is This 
Secret Place?

NASB – Secret place as “Shelter” 

Hebrew Word is Sether: 5643 – a covering, 
place of concealment; (figuratively) a secret 
place out of view from enemies – giving “full 
safety” as it really matters

Ps 91:4 - He will cover you with his feathers,
and under his wings you will find refuge;
his faithfulness will be your shield and 

rampart.



Enter the 
Secret 
Place
1. Understand 
we are crucified 
with Christ
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Romans 6:6 - knowing this, that our old 
man was crucified with Him, that the 
body of sin might be done away with, 
that we should no longer be slaves of 
sin”

Yeshua not only bore our sins, He, also 
dealt with my old nature, we have 
strength, victory and indescribable 
peace



2. Reckoning 
that we are 
dead to sin 
– walk in 
holiness and 
freedom from 
sin
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Romans 6:11 – “Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead 
indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Reckon – 3049 (logizomai) suggests pondering what value or 
weight something carries in a particular situation. To count 
something done.

Example, Abraham reasoned (3049) to make his considered 
conclusion when sacrificing Isaa. He added things up to this 
conclusion: If God ordered Isaac’s death, He would also raise 
him up – Heb 11:19

Remind ourselves that we are freed from sin



3. Offer 
(Yielding) 
Ourselves to 
Righteousness 
and holiness

• Romans 6:12-14 - 12 Therefore do 
not let sin reign in your mortal body 
so that you obey its evil 
desires. 13 Do not offer any part of 
yourself to sin as an instrument of 
wickedness, but rather offer 
yourselves to God as those who have 
been brought from death to life; and 
offer every part of yourself to him as 
an instrument of 
righteousness. 14 For sin shall no 
longer be your master, because you 
are not under the law, but under 
grace.
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To Enter 
the Secret 
Place –
Three steps
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Do not 
yield

Do not yield to sin BUT yield ourselves 
to righteousness and holiness

Reckon Reckon, remind ourselves we are dead 
to sin every time we are tempted

Experience Experience that we are dead to sin



The Grace of 
GOD
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Choose the good and refuse the evil

Holiness is a choice

• we have to struggle with our old nature to make 
the right decision

The experience of 

• knowing and 
• reckoning 

Gives us strength to yield ourselves to 
God and make the right choices



To Enter 
the Secret 
Place…
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We must journey with GOD daily

We must seek HIM  actively to experience being 
dead to sin

We must not have disbelief – the Israelites- one 
generation died in the wilderness because of 
disbelief

Do you want to be like them journeying your 
entire life in the wilderness?

The Man of Lawlessness Will be Revealed

no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not 
come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is 
revealed, the son of perdition, ...

• Then he shall confirm a covenant 
with many for one week; But in the 
middle of the week He shall bring an end 
to sacrifice and offering. And on the wing 
of abominations shall be one who makes 
desolate, Even until the consummation, 
which is determined, Is poured out on 
the desolate.”

• 6 Then I saw another angel flying in the 
midst of heaven, having the everlasting 
gospel to preach to those who dwell on the 
earth—to every nation, tribe, tongue, and 
people— 7 saying with a loud voice, “Fear 
God and give glory to Him, for the hour of 
His judgment has come; and worship Him 
who made heaven and earth, the sea and 
springs of water.”

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Back to Matthew 24 – The Great Tribulation

• 15 “Therefore when you see the ‘abomination of desolation,’ spoken 
of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place” (whoever reads, 
let him understand), 16 “then let those who are in Judea flee to the 
mountains. 17 Let him who is on the housetop not go down to take 
anything out of his house. 18 And let him who is in the field not go 
back to get his clothes. 19 But woe to those who are pregnant and to 
those who are nursing babies in those days! 20 And pray that your 
flight may not be in winter or on the Sabbath. 21 For then there will 
be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the 
world until this time, no, nor ever shall be.

Two flights to Goshen
1. 6 Then the woman fled into the wilderness, 

where she has a place prepared by God, that 
they should feed her there one thousand 
two hundred and sixty days. - Rev 12:6

2. 13 Now when the dragon saw that he had 
been cast to the earth, he persecuted the 
woman who gave birth to the 
male Child. 14 But the woman was given two 
wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into 
the wilderness to her place, where she is 
nourished for a time and times and half a 
time, from the presence of the serpent – Rev 
12:13-14

“22 And unless those days were 
shortened, no flesh would be saved; but 
for the elect’s sake those days will be 
shortened.”

Do Not Be Deceived

• 23 “Then if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Christ!’ or 
‘There!’ do not believe it. 24 For false christs and false prophets 
will rise and show great signs and wonders to deceive, if 
possible, even the elect. 25 See, I have told you beforehand.” –
Matt 24:23-25
• Christ return will be VISIBLE FOR ALL TO SEE!  “27 For as the 

lightning comes from the east and flashes to the west, so also 
will the coming of the Son of Man be.” – Matt 24:27

• 29 “Immediately after the tribulation of 
those days the sun will be darkened, and the 
moon will not give its light; the stars will fall 
from heaven, and the powers of the heavens 
will be shaken. 30 Then the sign of the Son of 
Man will appear in heaven, and then all the 
tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will 
see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of 
heaven with power and great glory. 31 And 
He will send His angels with a great sound of 
a trumpet, and they will gather together 
His elect from the four winds, from one end 
of heaven to the other.” – Matt 24:29-31
