• Rev 17 – Gives information on Babylon the Great
• “Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls came and 

talked with me, saying to me, “Come, I will show you the 
judgment of the great harlot who sits on many waters, 2 with 
whom the kings of the earth committed fornication, and the 
inhabitants of the earth were made drunk with the wine of her 
fornication.” 3 So he carried me away in the Spirit into the 
wilderness. And I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast which 
was full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten 
horns.” –Rev 17:1-3

Mystery Babylon
• 4 The woman was arrayed in purple and 
scarlet, and adorned with gold and precious 
stones and pearls, having in her hand a golden 
cup full of abominations and the filthiness 
of her fornication. 5 And on her forehead a 
name was written:
• MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT,

THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS
AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS

• 6 I saw the woman, drunk with the blood of

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The Meaning of the Woman and the Beast

7 But the angel said to me, “Why did you marvel? I will tell you 
the mystery of the woman and of the beast that carries her, which has 
the seven heads and the ten horns. 8 The beast that you saw was, and 
is not, and will ascend out of the bottomless pit and go to perdition. 
And those who dwell on the earth will marvel, whose names are not 
written in the Book of Life from the foundation of the world, when they 
see the beast that was, and is not, and yet is. – Rev 17:7

seven heads and ten horns (the Beast of the Sea – Rev 13:1)?

The Meaning of the Woman and the Beast

• 10 There are also seven kings. Five have fallen, one is, and the other 
has not yet come. And when he comes, he must continue a short 
time. 11 The beast that was, and is not, is himself also the eighth, and 
is of the seven, and is going to perdition. 12 “The ten horns which you 
saw are ten kings who have received no kingdom as yet, but they 
receive authority for one hour as kings with the beast. 13 These are of 
one mind, and they will give their power and authority to the beast.”

The Lamb is Victorious over Satan, the Beast, the 
Woman-Babylon, False Prophet

• 14 These will make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb will overcome 
them, for He is Lord of lords and King of kings; and those who are with 
Him are called, chosen, and faithful.” - Rev 17:14

• The Beast from the Bottomless Pit, goes into perdition – Rev 17:8a, Rev 17:11
• The Beast from the Sea – AntiChrist - Rev 17:8b … and yet is – resurrected life
• The Beast from the Earth, look like the lamb – The false prophet – Rev 13:11
• The Woman-Babylon (Apostate Church) will ride on the Beast with seven head, (7 hills-Rev 17:9)
• The Ten Horns- Ten Kings ( nation alliances, or economic blocs)– Rev 17:12-13
• 14 And the armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, followed 

Him on white horses.” – Rev 19:14

Called, Chosen and Faithful – Armies in heaven

• “To those who are called, sanctified by God the Father, and preserved in Jesus Christ:” –
Jude 1:1b

• Cognate: 2822 klētós – literally, "called" (derived from 2564/kaléō, "to call, 
summon"). See 2821 (klēsis).

• In the NT, 2822/klētós ("divinely called") focuses on God's general call – i.e. His call 
(invitation) to all people, so all can receive His salvation. God desires every person to call 
out to Him and receive His salvation (1 Tim 2:4,5). See 2821/klēsis("calling").

• "There is a distinction between the called (2822/klētós) and the chosen (1588/eklektós) 
who are called out from the called" (A. T. Robertson, WP, 1, 175).

• 14 And the armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, followed Him on 
white horses. – Rev 19:14

• Linen: denotes “righteous acts of the saints” – Rev 19:8b

• The Fall of Babylon – 18 1After these things I saw 
another angel coming down from heaven, 
having great authority, and the earth was 
illuminated with his glory. Rev 18:1 (Glory 
always refer to God - Eze 43:2)

• Babylon will be burnt with fire – Rev 18:8, 18
• Babylon will in ONE Hour Financial collapse - Rev 

18:17
• Babylon – NY? will be destroyed  and “shall not be 

found anymore” – Rev 18:21b
• Rev 6:10 – “10 And they cried with a loud voice, 

saying, “How long, O Lord, holy and true, until You 
judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on 
the earth?” compare with…
• Rev 18:20 – “20 “Rejoice over her, O heaven, 

and you holy apostles and prophets, for God has 
avenged you on her!” (First partial completion of 
revenge for those martyrs in heaven and more 
martyrs will join them)
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When is 
Babylon 
Judged?
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At the Seventh Bowl – End of the Wrath 
of God
• “A loud voice came out of the temple of heaven 

from the throne, saying, “It is done!” – Rev 16:17
• Thunderings and lightnings, celebration in 

heaven, the Marriage Supper of the Lamb BUT 
judgment on earth (mighty and great 
earthquake)- Rev 16:18

• Great Babylon is judged in the “fierceness of HIS 
wrath” – Rev 16:19b
• The Wrath of GOD cf with the Sixth Seal just 

before the Seven Seal is opened

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Grand Finale
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Rev 19 – The rapture of the Bride and 
the Marriage Supper of the Lamb

Rev 19:7 – “7 Let us be glad and 
rejoice and give Him glory, for the 
marriage of the Lamb has come, and 
His wife has made herself ready.”



For the Testimony of Yeshua is the spirit of

Two Interpretations:-
1. What Yeshua said will happen in the future will certainly come 

to pass
1. So, take heed, especially in Matthew 24, Mark 13 and Luke 

21
2. When we hear testimony of Yeshua of what has done for a 

person, we use his testimony of Yeshua to prophecies (speak) 
into our lives
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Are You Called to the Marriage Supper of the 
Lamb? – The Bride with Yeshua
“Then he said to me, “write: Blessed are those who are called to the 
marriage supper of the Lamb!’ ” And he said to me, “These are the true 
sayings of God.” – Rev 19:9
• Who are those called to the marriage supper of the Lamb as guests of the 

Yeshua and His Bride?
• Father Abraham, Isaac and Jacob
• Enoch, and the prophets & priests: Moses, Elijah, Elisha, Nehemiah, Zechariah …
• The Father of the Twelve Tribes, except Dan?
• King David- the beloved of God and other god-fearing kings, prophets and priests.     

– 2 Samuel, 1 Kings
• The Apostles, Evangelists, Prophets, Teachers and Pastors - Acts
• The Called, Chosen and Faithful (the Saints) - Rev 17:14;19:14
• The Martyrs – Rev 6:9-11, Rev 20:4
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Quick Summary of The Timeline

• Seven letters to the seven churches, likely from The beginning of the 
Dispensation of Grace to the End of the Age of the Gentile
• The seven Seals, within the seven Letters
• The seven Trumpets, embedded within the Sixth Seal
• The last Trumpet together with the Seventh Seal is the Rapture of the 

Bride, likely at the end of the seven-years Tribulation
• Post Tribulation, Pre-Wrath of God
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Quick Summary of The Timeline

• Seven-years tribulation comprises the Beginning of Sorrows and 
ending with the 3.5 years of the Great Tribulation (Wrath of the 
Dragon)
• The Third Temple will be completed within the Beginning of Sorrow
• Sacrifice stops at the commencement of the Wrath of the Dragon
• The Ministry of the Two Witnesses takes place during the Wrath of 

the Dragon (The Great Tribulation)
• The Wrath of God is the Seven Bowls and takes place quickly with the 

Return of Yeshua
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The Millennium Period of 1,000 years reign – Rev 21:9-22:5
• The Bride has become the Wife of the Lamb – Rev 21:9b
• The marriage has been consummated

• Descending from heaven is the great city and holy Jerusalem – Rev 21:10
• Great city because it is the city of the Great king (Yeshua-David)
• Holy city because God, the Father, God the Son and God the Spirit dwell in it

• Detailed description of the City – Rev 21:11-22:5
• No temple as Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its temple – Rev 21:22
• Nations who are saved walk in its light (Sheep nations) – Rev 21:24-26
• Outside the City are nation “causes abomination or a lie” – Rev 21:27
• River of water of life proceeding from the Throne of God and of the Lamb – Rev 

22:1
• Tree of Life – leaves are for the healing of nations – Rev 22:2
• We will see God’s face and will reign with Him forever and ever – Rev 22:3-5
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All Things Made New – Rev 21:1-8
• After the 1,000 years, creation of “the new heaven and new earth for the first heaven and the 

first earth had passed away. Also, there was no more sea.” – Rev 21:1
• “Then I saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as 

a bride adorned for her husband.” – Rev 21:2
• Holy City because the Triune God resides
• New Jerusalem because the old has gone and the new has come

• This takes place in the future, after the 1,000 year reign of Yeshua in “New Jerusalem” – Rev 
20:4b-6

• Satan is released, deceives the nations again (Gog and Magog) and cast into the lake of fire –
Rev 20:7-10

• The Great White Throne - resurrection of the dead, books open & judgment according to 
each works – Rev 20:11-13

• Death, Hades and all those names “not found written in the Book of life was cast into the lake 
of fire” – Rev 20:14-15
