What & How Do We Overcome?

• Rev 12:11 - 11 And they overcame him by (1) the blood of the Lamb 

and by the (2) word of their testimony, and they (3) did not love their 
lives to the death.
• Receives Yeshua as your personal saviour & His sacrifice
• Testifies of HIS goodness in your life without compromise

• Psalm 66:16 - “Come and hear, all you who fear God,
And I will declare what He has done for my soul.”

• Romans 10:9 “9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your 
heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.”
